Possible Points: 100

Scope: 
Your assignment is to pick a subject/topic of your choice (demonstrate good/professional taste please) and create in Flash three different interface designs for that topic/subject. 
[Examples could be: a company redesign; a new product launch; an advertisement; a new design for a non-profit organization, etc.  NO bands, nightclubs, restaurants, etc.]

In addition to the graphical designs, you will also provide a written analysis for each design according to the specifications below.
The purpose of the project:  

- to provide alternative "looks" for a main menu interface from which a client might choose
- to demonstrate your understanding of how color, typography, layout can affect the overall 
  "message" of a web presence

- to practice the skills of web design analysis, and subsequently your ability to explain/justify  

  the choices you've made, in terms of purpose, goals, and audience considerations.

- to demonstrate understanding of the Flash interface and capabilities covered thus far in 

  class and to relate those items to user centered design

Deliverables required by due date:
A folder (titled with your name) containing:

- three separate graphic files (one per design), in JPEG format, labeled as: concept1.fla concept2.fla, concept3.fla
- one single word document that contains a separate written analyses for each of your 
  designs. Analysis should reflect the purposes stated above, as well as to explain any 

  interactive/animated Flash elements incorporated in to the design but for which you are not 

  yet capable of creating. (Ex: Nav buttons will change color and "glow" when rolled over. 

  Each button will play a different sound and be linked to its own page.)
Put your folder on the “J” drive in the siron/IMD200 folder
Failure to follow these directions EXACTLY will adversely affect your grade!
